Enter the marks of each subsection of a question as a rational number in the given space of A
and the final marks of each question should be entered as a total rational number in the given
space of OJ by denoting respective question number as well. Use the column assigned for the
Examiners to write marks.
Evaluation Mark Finalizer should use blue or black colour pen to verify the accuracy of the
marks.
